Paragraph for Song Lyrics
Speaker- person talking in the poem, not necessarily the author
Point of View- viewpoint from which the poem is told

First Person- speaker telling of personal experiences using I

Second Person- speaker addresses the reader using you

Third Person – speaker telling of things pertaining to others, he she they
Tone- the author’s attitude toward the subject
Diction –word choice- formal, colloquial-informal
Plot- purposeful action on the part of one or more characters
Theme- message/meaning
Figurative Language- language not meant to be taken literally

Simile – comparison of two unlike things using like or as

Metaphor- comparison of two unlike things

Personification –giving inanimate objects human qualities

Imagery – using sensory detail to evoke a mental image
Poetic Devices


Alliteration- repetition of initial consonant sounds

Use of Rhyme- repeating a sound- used to provide meter/rhythm

Use of Repetition repeating and exact phrase- used to convey a meaning
